Explanation of Leagues:

"A" League - Thursdays - players 30 years and under with High school or college experience must be in this
league. Any players over 30 or younger players without high school experience can also play.

"B" League - Mondays - HS or College Players over 30 yrs, younger players without high school experience.

"C" League - Mondays - Recreational league, players over 25 years, HS or college players over 35 years.

“B/IC” League - Thursdays - Recreational league, players over 25 years, HS or college players over 35 years.

"D" League - Thursdays - Recreational league, ALL players must be at least 40 years of age by

December 31, 2011.

Adult Basketball Registration Deadline
