This is a developmentally appropriate introductory program for 1st 
& 2nd grade children that prepares them for organized basketball in a 
fun, non-threatening environment.   This will be a clinic style program 
focusing on proper basketball mechanics and skills using fun activi-
ties to teach.  This program runs for four weeks with two sessions each 
week.  Programs will be held Tuesdays & Thursdays, 6:00 p.m. and  
7:00 pm at Rees Elementary, East Meadows Elementary, and Riverview 
Elementary.   Schedules will be handed out to participants showing ses-
sions times for the 4 week period.  Session times will rotate between either 6:00 or 7:00 pm.  Participants may 
NOT choose which time to attend sessions.  Emphasis on skill development and FUN!  

Early Registration ends on Tuesday, January 10th.   Sessions will begin the on Tuesday, January 24th.  The fee 
is $40.00.
